among the Arabs before Islam,where they worshiped
multiple gods represented by idols to bring them closer to

God, and we only worship them To bring us closer to God.

So in the modern sense, the Sumerians acknowledge the

existence of one god, but they associate with him a god
smaller than him.

Today we believe in one God, the One, and there are
prophets, messengers, and angels between him, and

humans to convey his messages and books and at the same

time they intercede and seek . forgiveness for people .To
myths, secondly, that there is one God who rules the world
called by different names. An, Anu, the eldest father (Lord
of heaven and earth), (God) and others.

And the Sumerians called the prophets the wise men,
and they called them Sumerian names, such as Abulim
(Adam peace be upon him) and Ato Nabishtim (Prophet

Noah -pbuh). And when we review the Noble Qur'an, we




find that it describes the Sumerians and Babylonians as
polytheists" and not "atheists" meaning that the believe in
God but make small subordinate gods to Him.
